Study focusing on choice of modality for pre-dialysis patients

- Review research findings from literature around patient choice
decisions in other long term conditions and how they can be applied
in the area of dialysis modality choice

» Determine important factors which influence patient choice of dialysis
modality

+ Develop and test in clinical practice, tools which may optimise patient
choice both from a patient and health service perspective

» Develop methods by which health service providers/commissioners
can assess the effectiveness of patient decision making of dialysis
modality delivered by a health service provider

We would recommend that potential applicants demonstrate their

commitment to involve patients at the local level throughout all

aspects of their project and in particular, in the assessment of overall
benefits against usual clinical practice.
